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Enjoy a “private” guided tour of our unique outdoor animal 
rehabilitation hospital. Our educator will answer your group’s questions 
and share current patients’ stories. View seal and sea lion patients and 
learn how our hospital functions. Look into key areas such as the Fish 
Kitchen, Chart Room, Laboratory and Post-Mortem 
(optional). Depending on patient care activities you may be able to 
watch animal care crews in action preparing food, feeding patients and 
updating medical charts, and see technicians doing laboratory 
analyses. A demonstration with rescue equipment and touching pelts 
enhance the tour by highlighting the characteristics, behavior and 
adaptations of our seal and sea lion patients.

Enter our marine science classroom and be surrounded by 
exciting marine mammal specimens. Learn about the tools and 
techniques used by veterinarians and volunteers to care for our 
patients - from Rescue, to Rehabilitation and Release. Video 
clips of an actual rescue, animal care, feeding, surgery and a 
release allow you to "experience" aspects of our work that you 
are may not see on a tour. Touch pelts and skulls to explore the 
differences between seals, sea lions and otters. See marine 
debris entanglement (trash) that was removed from former 
patients to better understand how connected our lives are to 
these intelligent ocean mammals.  Our goal is that by sharing the 
amazing stories of our patients, your group will be more informed 
ocean stewards. (Length is one hour) 
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The Marine Mammal Center is open daily 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. except Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s Day. 
Admission is free, and donations are welcome. Our facility is ADA accessible. Parking is limited and carpooling is 
recommended.
