Energy Efficiency: A Climate Solution 

Efficiency measures are      
responsible for half of CO2 

emissions reductions in the 
power sector relative to 2005 

Increased investments in     
energy efficiency could lower 

US gas emissions by 50     
percent by 2050

improved level of service to the consumer in an economically efficient way.
